Additional Legal History
The following information was gathered consulting with Protective Services Workers in the states of
Georgia and Texas:

LaShundra Stevenson, Social Worker-Georgia Department of Children and Family Services

I spoke with LaShundra Stevenson on 12/13/06. she is an intake supervisor with the Department of
Family and Children’s Services in Carroll County, Georgia. She said that her agency is familiar with
the family. Ms. Stevenson said she would have a secretary copy and send actual case file
information. In the meantime, she summarized their involvement.

She said her agency has tried working with the family a few times. At one point the Family
Preservation Program was working with the family. A court case was filed because she was not
cooperating with the Family Preservation Services, "But then she (the mother) left." The children
have never actually been in their custody. :

The mother claims she is in a domestic violence relationship with the father but continues to live with
him or leaves and goes to live with his family in Mexico only to return and live with him again. The
family has also been to Texas. Ms. Stevenson stated, "It's just a rollercoaster with her."

She added that the mother would also regularly call them making allegations of child abuse about
"anyone who's Hispanic." Also, at one point the mother was speaking English with a Hispanic
accent, but then got angry and started speaking with a southern accent.

The mother claimed she was working with the CIA, FBI and other agencies. In 2002 the mother
made claims she had inside information about the terrorist attacks of "9-11" and was also working
with the President.

Ms. Stevenson summarized some of the referrals as follows:
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1. In April of 2002 allegations of inadequate supervision were substantiated and a Family

Preservation Case was opened.

2. In November of 2003 the Department of Family and Childrens’ Services went to remove the
children from the mother but she AWOLed and went to Mexico. Allegations of emotional and
physical neglect were substantiated. o e :

- 3. InJanuary of 2004 the mother claimed she kidnapped the children from the Department of Family
and Children's Services in Texas. ' '

4. Tn November of 2004 allegations of inadequate supervision were substantiated. In this referral
Anthony was brought to the hospital with an ear infection. He had surgery and was scheduled for

discharge but the mother "seemed to be out of touch with reality."

I spoke with Ms. Stevenson again on 12/14/06 requesting she FAX me any court documents or
psychological evaluations as soon as possible. These were received 12/15/06. Included were the
complete psychological evaluations on each of the boys, two psychological evaluations of the mother,
and multiple Court Orders and Petitions. All of these are attached.

Guillermo Cardenas, Social Worker-Texas Department of Children and Family Services

I spoke with Guillermo Cardenas by phone. He reviewed the family’s history on their computer
system. He explained that the children were removed from the mother’s custody on 3/8/03 and
allegations of physical abuse, physical neglect and medical neglect were “validated.” Apparently the
mother had a “breakdown” at the domestic violence shelter where she and the children were staying
and she initially refused to get mental health treatment.

In the process of the investigation the mother said she didn’t want to go back to Georgia because she
was afraid they would take her children from her. They contacted the Department of Family Services
in Georgia who confirmed that the mother fled with the children prior to a 11/21/02 hearing.

The children were returned to the mother on 4/2/03 and the family received services until 8/3/03
when the case was closed. Mr. Cardenas is requesting the actual case file to obtain more specific
information.

REASON FOR HEARING

On 12/11/06 a referral was received alleging that there is substantial risk to the minors. Francisco
had been entered in UCSD Child and Adolescent Psychiatric Services (CAPS) Hospital after
attempting to choke a peer. The history given by the mother at intake was extremely chaotic
involving CPS in various states, the FBI, INS and other legal authorities. '

During the investigation of this referral, multiple contacts were made with legal authorities including
the FBI, the Department of Family and Childrens’ Services in Georgia, and the Department of Family
and Children’s Services in Texas. The FBI confirmed that the mother has worked with them as an
informant but not to the extent that she claims. The Department of Family and Childrens’ Services in
Georgia acknowledged that they have investigated and substantiated multiple referrals on the family
between April of 2002 and November of 2004. The family received Family Preservation Services
and when a petition was filed in Court in November of 2003, the mother fled to Mexico with the
children. The Department of Family and Children’s Services in Texas confirmed that the children
were in protective custody from 3/8/03 to 4/2/03 after allegations of physical abuse, physical neglect
and medical neglect were “validated.” The children were returned to the mother and the case closed
in August of 2003.
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
